I A scholarly look at the possibility
of the scholarly study of crime

Introduction.
What is law?

In order to study crime it is necessary to previously
understand, what law is, a phenomenon or a value. For Georg
Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel (1770-1831) everything, often
probably including people, were things. Law has been taught
for centuries at European universities, but even today we do not
know what kind of “thing” law actually is. It somehow seems
very strange but unfortunately this is how it is. Normally, we
say that, “law is law”. As long as we do not know what law
is, we cannot, in the scholarly sense of the word, speak about
crime as a phenomenon. Hence, we can today speak about
crime as the form of some other phenomenon (or phenomena),
or, in other words, about crime as seemingness. But let it be said
right away that crime should not be investigated through crime
itself (this is a very important postulate!), although it is done
very often today. In October 2008, after the World Congress
on Criminology in Barcelona, the author of this article sent
to some leading scholars of the subject a very short opinion
of those problems, of which there is a brief discussion below.
Earlier, today’s speechmaker has spoken on the subject at high-
level international seminars in Vilnius (2007), St. Petersburg
(2008), Riga and Vilnius (2010, 2011) (Leps, 2011).

Law is not a phenomenon hovering above the society

We also have to underline that law is not any “supernatural”
phenomenon, for example given to us by God. The subject
under discussion also includes the so-called natural law
(abstract or ideal law), which, figuratively speaking, means that
law is some kind of phenomenon hovering above the society
and is not in any way connected with it. But this is not the case.
Law derives from society and society alone. Naturally, law is
a social phenomenon, but we do not very well know why it is
a social phenomenon. As crime “springs from law” then also
crime must be a social phenomenon. But once again, we do not
very well know why it is a social phenomenon.

Distinction between law and legislative acts, rule of law,
and correlation between law and economy

Actually, non-law is being taught in faculties of law as
juridical or legislative acts mainly speak about what one should
not do, how one should not act and what one should avoid at
the threat of punishment. It is also difficult to understand the
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term positive law, which means the current legislation in force
in literature about law.

In fact, two very different terms, law and legislative acts
have been mixed up here. One of the most essential things here
is this — how and why law “becomes” positive law or legislative
acts. Until today, law and legislative acts are believed to be
one and the same phenomenon. This conviction is erroneous.
Incidentally, non-law could also be the general definition of
breaches of law (breaches of laws, crime, offensive conduct).
As we know, civil-law infringements are “their own business”
for members of the society, but in the case of a crime one of
the parties is always the state. From here we could hurriedly
proceed also to the topic of the rule of law, as politicians,
and Estonian politicians in particular, like to emphasise in
every possible case that we live according to rule of law. By
doing so they want to leave the impression that everything is
absolutely OK, that the people live in an environment that does
not jeopardise them in any way (that the 105 to 150 thousand
unemployed in Estonia today mean nothing, a lot of people
have gone abroad to seek work and live?)!, but at the same
time do not explain what rule of law actually is. Let us here
bring a hint in the form of a statement by Karl Marx (1818-
1883): “The bourgeois economists have merely in view that
production proceeds more smoothly with modern police than,
e.g., under club-law. They forget, however, that club-law too is
law, and that the law of the stronger, only in a different form,
still survives even in their “constitutional State” (Marx, 1859).
As a result, the basis of law has to be always and above all
found in relations of property, particularly of private property
and organisation of the economy, which is why law does not
have its own history and consequently law is probably not an
eternal phenomenon (Hegel, 2002). Neither do we know how
big the share of economy should be in the regulation of relations
of law and organisation of the economy. True, economics was
taught at the Faculty of Law of Tartu University (Estonia) in
imperial times and up to Second World War. Only in 1 January
1938 did the Department of Trade of the Faculty of Law of
Tartu University become an independent Economic Faculty
(Leps, 2009).

Consequently, law was then preferred to economics at the
Tartu University, Faculty of Law, which is eventually not
right. But such a concept of things was characteristic of the
period. On the one hand, many Western specialists in law hold
such a point of view today, contrary to scholars subscribing to
post-Modernist points of view who often deny the modern use
of legislative acts. The riskiness of their views often refers to
anarchy or, on the other hand, to infallibility (so judges of the
US Supreme Court need not be guided so much by legislative
acts in force than their own convictions?!). See, for example,
works by the US Professor Ronald Dworkin (b. 1931).

Justice

The term justice has whipped up a lot of passions in Estonia.
Ilmar Tammelo (1917-1982), reportedly the best-known
Estonian legist, has made an in-depth study of justice. He
wrote that “justice is a positive ethical social value according

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to which each is given his or her share in standard bilateral
situations” (Tammelo, 2001, 2006). But he also pointed out that
the idea of justice in the way as it has been presented in the
above definition was not immediately applicable in theoretical
law. The author of the article asks, why? Everything is OK, but
what Professor I. Tammelo did not know is the most important
“thing”, phenomenon or value that defines or “gives” the parties
their shares in standard bilateral situations. But the value of
Prof. I. Tammelo’s knowledge lies in that he very correctly
pointed out that justice must also have “another side”. Another
Estonian legist, Eduard Raska (1944-2008) unfortunately, did
not understand what Prof. Tammelo wrote. Prof. E. Raska asks
what the “standard bilateral situation” means, and that also the
phrase “his or her share” needs interpretation (Raska, 2004).
Prof. E. Raska naturally did not understand Prof. I. Tammelo
because he thought that justice, exactly like law was some kind
of “unilateral” phenomena, values or “things”. The conclusion
from this is the following. If one is not familiar with something,
or is poorly informed about it, he does not know what “things”
law and justice actually are. But it is clear that one person’s
or a group of persons’ right to some thing or object, briefly to
some kind of a value, need not be just with respect to another
person or group of persons. Even Plato distinguished two types
of justice: justice with regard to individuals and justice in the
social sense.

If there would not be law there would not be any
legislative acts, and consequently, any crimes or crime

But before viewing crime, we should briefly discuss non-
law (infringement of the law), that is, offence. For example,
Article 3, section 1 of the Penal Code defines an offence as “a
punishable act provided for in this Code or another Act” (this
is not the best ruling). Section 2 of the same article says that
offences are criminal offences and misdemeanours. Article 3,
section 3 defines a criminal offence as follows: “A criminal
offence is an offence, which is provided for in this Code and the
principal punishment prescribed for which in the case of natural
persons is a pecuniary punishment or imprisonment and in the
case of legal persons, a pecuniary punishment or compulsory
dissolution.” Article 3, section 4 defines misdemeanour as
follows: “A misdemeanour is an offence, which is provided
for in this Code or another Act and the principal punishment
prescribed for which is a fine or detention.” This is the formal
treatment or concept of an offence, a notion that does not
bring us a single step ahead in the scholarly sense. But the
Penal Code does not really have to open the material contents
of an offence, although it could do so, because otherwise we
could get the impression that there is no need for the Penal
Code at all. True, the criminal law dogma does not deal with
it and so the whole problem remains hanging in the air. Law
was needed because of growth in the number of crimes, writes
Apostle Paul. It is quite clear that if there were no legislative
acts, there would not be any offences, either criminal offences
or misdemeanours. But this does not mean that these acts or
inactions would therefore remain uncommitted.

At the same time, legists should be interested in the material
definition of an offence (a criminal offence or a misdemeanour),
that is, the contents of an offence (a criminal offence or a
misdemeanour). Until we have not made clear for us the
material contents of an offence (a crime or a misdemeanour),
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we cannot unfortunately study offences in the scholarly
sense — by what phenomena a crime has been caused, which is
particularly necessary from the point of view of the prevention
of offences (including crimes and misdemeanours).

In Estonia, we do not speak about offences but about crime.
As crime is a phenomenon that comes under the sphere of
administration of the Ministry of Justice and as they mainly
investigate crime for some reason there, then also the author
proceeds from it, although this is not quite proper and accurate.
Actually the Ministry of Justice should study offences as it was
done in Estonia before Second World War.

Today the crimes committed in a certain territory during
a certain period are added up and as a result a totally new
phenomenon is born — crime, which is then viewed concerning
its dynamics; its structure is studied and compared with the
number of population, etc. Of course, such information has
a certain importance in the daily work of law enforcement
bodies. But attempts are made to attribute a scientific value to
such information, although it is far removed from science. An
endless number of professional reports and books are being
written on such a “scientific” basis throughout the world.

The method of dialectic logic

Where is the error that things are what they are? The author
is convinced that the error must be looked for from the methods
used to study crime. Every scholar or researcher “invents” his
own methods by which he then attempts to solve one or another
problem, but actually generates new problems, as it tends to
happen in the case of empirical treatments. Unfortunately they
do not want to admit that there have been only a few great
scholars (men of genius if you wish) who have managed to
produce a scientific method, which should surely be used also
in the study of crime. These people are first of all Plato (427-
347 BC), Aristotle (384-332 BC) and Hegel (1770-1831).

The title of that method is dialectic logic, which reflects, by
means of philosophical categories or basic notions, the most
common and significant properties of phenomena of reality
and cognition. Plato was the man who, treating the method of
cognisance of ideas, first called the method dialectics. Aristotle
has great services in working out philosophical categories.
Hegel, who viewed categories in their dialectic development,
has said with a modesty characteristic of a great scholar that
his development of the categories was relatively modest, as
Aristotle had already done that work. Aristotle studied ten
categories including being, essence, the basis of all the other
categories, quality, quantity and other categories. Hegel asserts
that “logic is the most difficult science” (Hegel, 1930). And
unfortunately, this is true. K. Marx who, apparently, best of
our contemporaries understood Hegel’s dialectic logic and
developed it, has said regarding “safeguarding of what has
been acquired” — a notion pertaining to law — “that each mode
of production produces its specific legal relations, political
forms, etc. It is a sign of crudity and lack of comprehension
that organically coherent factors are brought into haphazard
relations with one another that each new form of production
creates property relations, forms of government etc” (Marx,
1965). K. Marx has actually borrowed the meaning of the
second sentence from Hegel (Hegel, 1971). Hegel’s so-called
Greater Logic (being, substance and reality, which treats
objective logic, and his Doctrine of the Notion that deals with
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subjective logic) (Hegel, 2002) is an extremely difficult nut to
crack for every scholar. If, however, Hegel’s dialectic logic is
not well understood, there is no sense in dealing with the social
sciences, including law, either! According to Hegel everything
on the level of being is concrete and on the level of essence
relative and probable. This is an important fact.

In the author’s opinion the best expert of these spheres of
scholarship was the St Petersburg legist Lev . Spiridonov (1929-
1999) (Spiridonov, 1973, Spiridonov, 1986, Spiridonov, 1995,
Spiridonov, 2002, Spiridonov, 2010). Generally, people often
love to speak about the systematic treatment of one or another
social science, but in practice no one has achieved the gist of
the matter, that is, systematic treatment. On the other hand, we
cannot accuse scholars that came before us of stupidity. Hegel
wrote in the first part of his Encyclopaedia of the Philosophical
Sciences or so-called Shorter Logic: Development of the
logical idea becomes progressive movement, that is, thinking,
rising from the abstract to the concrete, the earlier systems that
have occurred in the history of philosophy are more abstract
(Hegel, 1930) and consequently correspond less to the reality.
Thus, contrary to a widespread opinion, crime, one of the
principle terms of law, particularly criminal law, is actually an
entirely abstract phenomenon. True, crime is a real fact on the
one hand, but on the other hand, it is entirely abstract nature of
the phenomenon.

Punishment

A few words also about punishment. After the German Penal
Code, the Penal Code in force in Estonia gives punishment
a more important role than to crime, as the title of the Penal
Code is Penal Code. As a result, the consequence — punishment
— becomes more important than the cause — crime. I wonder
whether it is the best title but this is how it was decided. Actually
the Penal Code is a translation of the German Strafgesetzbuch
(Penal Code) of 1975 and the French Code Penal (Criminal
Code) 0f 1994 (in the opinion of some legists a poor translation).
After all, Estonians themselves cannot accomplish anything at
all?! But as far punishment is concerned then retaliation to the
culprit, reformation of the person of the culprit, improvement
of the culprit so he would not commit and further offences,
and in case of imprisonment, also the fact that until the culprit
is isolated from the society he cannot as a rule commit any
new crimes, is usually understood as the punishment. None of
the above definitions of punishment are wrong, but summed
up they will not constitute the phenomenon that Hegel calls
“something”, which is also the contents of punishment (Hegel,
1971).

The death penalty is naturally retaliation. Only several
countries’ representative bodies, parliaments, have done away

with the capital punishment. The population has been against
the abolition of the death penalty everywhere... But Hegel
says: the people know nothing...

Relationship of the society and the State

Understanding of the relationship of the society and the
State also creates a lot of confusion. Faculties of Law teach
subjects such as theory of the State and of law; which today
is called public law. The names (titles) of both the courses are
perhaps not very accurate. Law and relations of law proceeding
from law are, after all, phenomena rising from the society, that
is, phenomena rising from social relations. Law descends into
positive law, that is, legislative acts (legislation), which is the
patrimony of the State, because legal acts must be ensured by
the force (compulsion) of the State. After all, the State is only
necessary in order to keep in check members of the society
with egoistic views and behaviours, which is inevitable in the
conditions of private property. So needs of members of the
society “create the State”. How these transitions take place
and what the concrete needs of members of the society are
is something science does not very well know today. And
it is difficult for it to acquire this knowledge as the general,
although erroneous, opinion is that law and legislative acts are
one and the same phenomenon.

What should serious scientific study of law begin with?

Every beginning is hard, for the problem is really difficult.
What is the uppermost in scholarship is also the uppermost in
history. It is not possible to begin philosophy from “myself” or
from “population” as there is no objective movement, although
it seems right to begin with something real and concrete. In
his Philosophy of Law Hegel begins with the most abstract
phenomenon — possession (Hegel, 1990), about which K. Marx
says that Hegel correctly begins the study of law (philosophy
of law) with possession as the simplest law relationship of
the subject (Marx, 1965). Consequently, possession as an
immediate concrete fact is the immediate acquisition by an
individual or a collective of individuals of natural objects
(Spiridonov, 1986). Hegel says that the truth of being as well
as of non-being lies in the unity of both one and the other, and
this unity is becoming, i.e. creation of some kind of another
phenomenon. In other words, it means that the philosophical
category of being logically, and not temporally, presumes in it a
contradiction. As a result of the category of being, or something,
in this case possession, presumes an inherent contradiction.

But contradiction generates movement, having an impulse
and activity, which passes into some other phenomenon (Hegel,
1970). What form of property possession takes is again a very
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difficult problem. It should be said as a marginal note that in
conditions of capitalist production relations between members
of the society are as a rule expressed through private property.
Hegel researcher Kuno Fisher (1824-1907) wrote that by its
nature Hegel’s philosophy (logic) was like knowledge, like a
will to acquire new knowledge and solution of problems rising
from that new knowledge (Fisher, 1933). In connection with
the category of philosophical initiation, or “being”, which in
the study of law is possession. Prof. L. I. Spiridonov notes
that it becomes extremely difficult in the course of further
theoretical analysis for the scholar not to lose the entirety being
studied. Careless analysis that has lost the image of the entirety
as its original precondition and aim always risks to break up the
subject into parts, which are totally unspecific for the entirety,
and it is no longer possible to put them together into a new
entirety, like it is impossible to cut a body into pieces and then
gluing them together into a living body (Spiridonov, 1995).

Unfortunately, it has to be noted here that philosophers,
specialists in economics and representatives of other branches
of science have developed law in a considerably greater
degree than legists themselves. The lawyers’ main presumable
shortcoming is that they usually do not know philosophy or
have a poor knowledge of it.

What we should think about today’s jurisprudence
as science?

A few years before his death Prof. L. I. Spiridonov, whom
the author of this article knew for 25 years, said that he still
wanted to write his last book, which would have been titled
“Philosophy of Right”. Prof. L. I. Spiridonov said on several
occasions that he had already written the first sentence of the
book: “Everything that is regarded as science in jurisprudence
or law actually isn’t it” (Spiridonov, 2002).

Unsystematic treatment
Here, the author very briefly analyses certain notions and
terms connected with law and linked with the research of

crime. The author did it unsystematically, not characteristically
of the scientific approach to the subject. The author did not
present the terms dealing with the reality in transition from one
to another, although they should flow like water in a river, but
did it as it is peculiar to our today’s science.

Probably the time has arrived when it is necessary to start
on a strictly scientific basis about the contents of phenomena of
the reality — law and non-law, positive law and legislative acts
(legislation), crime and punishment and offences (crime). The
time of complicated and often nondescript definitions sucked
out of the pen seems to be over. I feel sorry for law students
who have to learn by heart all kind of definitions, which even
the lecturer often does not understand. Here is a funny example
from the late 1950s when a lecturer at the Faculty of Law of
Tartu State University said that a warrant of payment was a
document titled Warrant of Payment. But if the student’s
mechanical memory is not so good, he will develop difficulties
in the acquisition of subjects taught at the Faculty of Law.

II Crime in Estonia in the period from 1904 to
2011 Some general observations

The world, the society — the “civic society” as Hegel
liked to say — and even the state, are organised bodies. Their
evolution is based on universal laws. However, they function
in a different way in every country, refracted in the prism of
unique national individuality and the non-recurring historical
experience of different peoples. It must be born in mind that
every age is the sequel of the previous one even if it next stage
seems to be only a radical negation of the previous social
formations. The tomorrow of breaches of the law (crime) is
inevitably connected with their yesterday. (Spiridonov, 1995).

It is understood that every production relationship, that is
relationship between people in the process of social production
and through their relations to the means of production, that is
relations of ownership, are characterised by its legal relations
and regularities, which in turn affect the structure, dynamics
and level of crime. Therefore criminal statistics is influenced
by new legislative acts, including penal legislative acts (penal
codes) and amendments made to them ( Yustitskis, Krastin§ &
Leps,1998, Leps & Yustitskis, 1997).

At the same time it is necessary to point out that the
legist, being a member of the society, a contemporary of a
certain historical epoch, and possessing certain philosophical,
economic juridical, political and other views, must be above
all honest with respect to himself and scholarship (Spiridonov,
2002).

In the brief treatment of crime that appears below the author
is based on the “traditional” method of the treatment of crime.

An act of the Republic of Estonia of 9 November 1918

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declared that all legal acts that were in force in the territory of
the Republic of Estonia until 24 October 1917 had legal force.
That ruling means that all penal acts of the Russian Empire,
specifically the Code of Criminal and Corrective Punishments
of 1845, which entered into force from 1 May 1846, the Law on
Punishments given by Peace Courts of 1864 and certain parts
of the Criminal Code of 1903 had legal force in the country.

The Estonian Parliament (Riigikogu), passed the Criminal
Code of the Republic of Estonia on 26 March 1929, but it
entered into force only from 1 February 1935.

The Criminal Code of the Russian Federative Soviet
Socialist Republic (RSFSR) of 1926 came into force in the
territory of the Estonian Soviet Socialist Republic After
Second World War. From 1 April 1961 the Criminal Code of
the Estonian SSR entered into force and remained in effect
until 1992.

By an act of the Republic of Estonia of 7 May 1992 a new
version of the Criminal Code of the Estonian SSR entered into
force from 1 June 1992. After the restoration of independence,
the Criminal Code of 1992 was constantly amended (so,
capital punishment was abolished in 1998) and other acts in
the area of the administration of justice were passed. However,
on 26 June 2001 the President of the Republic of Estonia
promulgated Karistusseadustik (the Penal or Criminal Code,
but a more appropriate title of the act would be Punitive
Code or Strafgesetzbuch — the Criminal Code of Germany.
The new Criminal Code entered into force from 1 September
2002, and in a certain sense became the summit in the history
of Estonian criminal law, being very close to its continental
European model, above all German one. The authors of the new
Criminal Code mainly followed the example of the German
Strafgesetzbuch of 1975 and the French Code Penal of 1994.

Statistical analyses

Crimes against the life, health and property of people as
a form of unlawful activity are a reflection of the basis of
common social existence and living conditions of members
of the society. Figure 12 gives an overview of the number of
crimes registered by Estonian law enforcement bodies in the
period from 1904 to 2011. The curve of crime in the chart
mainly shows crimes committed by wage earners and the
unemployed (usually representatives of middle and poor strata
of the society) (Leps & Remmel, 1997, Leps 2002).

On the other hand statistics often do no reflect crimes’
(economic crimes, corruption etc) committed by employers,

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public servants and local government employees, usually the
more affluent strata of the society.

An analysis of the dynamics of crime registered by Estonian
law enforcement bodies shows that at the end of the existence
of the Russian Empire the level of crime in Estonia was
somewhat lower than in the initial years of independence
(1919-1923) (Susi, 1926); in the “canonical” Soviet period?,
for example in 1950-1980, the number of crimes registered in
the Estonian SSR was nearly five times lower than in the period
1919-1938° , seven times lower if we exclude misdemeanours
(see the lower line on Figure 1) and nine times lower also than
in the period of the restoration of Estonian independence, and
nine times lower than the number of registered crimes at the
beginning of the 21st century. The biggest number of crimes
in the whole history of Estonia, 58,497, was recorded in 2001
(Reiman, 1937, Raid, 1939, Leps, 1976, Leps, 1991a, Leps
1991b, Leps, 1992, Leps 2000, Leps, 2007, Leps, 2009).

This peculiarity, i.e. a high level of crime, cannot be
explained by the possibility of distortions (a shortcoming
characteristic of all societies) in the number of crimes registered
by the militia in Soviet times, as in those times the difference
in incomes in the society was relatively small due to a policy
of levelling and unemployment was practically non-existent.
The work of the militia, too, was none the worse than that
of the police in the period of independence, and openness of
the people before the state as characteristic of the totalitarian
society also favoured the solution of crimes.

Crime continued to rise, however, also in Soviet times,
but as this did not fit socialist ideology according to which
development of socialism was to lead to the contraction of
crime, information about the existence of crime was classified.

The author of this article was one among the first to start
comparing the level of crime between different world countries

4. In connection with the fact that only criminal cases were registered
until 1952, the number of crimes falling under the criminal investigation
department was established in accordance with the following method.
An interval as close as possible to the period under observation was
chosen in 1952-56. In those years the number of crimes falling
under the criminal investigation department was 1.7 times higher
than that of criminal cases. The same coefficient was used in Estonia
to determine the number of crimes registered in the period from the
autumn of 1944 to 1951. Starting with 1958 crimes handled in the line
of the Department of Fighting with the Misappropriation of Socialist
Property (OBKhSS) and other lines were specified in reports of the
Estonian SSR Ministry for Internal Affairs. In the period from autumn
1944 to 1958 the number of crimes falling under the OBKhSS line
and other services corresponds to the number of criminal cases (Leps,
1976).

5. The Criminal Code of the Republic of Estonia, in which mainly
misdemeanours and a number of other corpora delicti were no longer
included, entered into force in 1935. As a result of the number of
registered crimes sharply declined.

(95 world countries that published their crime figures), in
which the gravest crime of all, premeditated murder, served as
the basis of measurement (Leps, 1991a). Although this method,
too, has certain shortcomings, it is still the most reliable way
of comparing the level of crime between different countries
and the method can be successfully used also in historical
terms. Figure 2 quite accurately confirms the rightness of this
method (cf. Figures 1 and 2). Intensive growth in the number
of premeditated murders (including attempts) is observed in
1990-1998, the so-called transition period. So in 1992 a record
number of premeditated murders and attempted murders were
registered — a total of 239. It was the classical period of the
so-called thug capitalism when people usually accumulated
their wealth (created a class of owners!) by criminal means. At
the same time, juridical laws “kept silent” like in the period of
wars in Rome in the antiquity. In the recent years the number of
cases of murder and manslaughter has considerably contracted.

Restoration of independence brought also numerous
problems in addition to freedom — economic difficulties, sharp
differences in affluence in the society and unemployment. On
that social background an explosive growth in crime took place
and the state experienced difficulty in ensuring the security of
the population. However, there has been a certain fall in the
figures of registered crime.

The number of crimes registered by the Estonian law-
enforcement bodies has fallen in the recent years. In 2011,
42,567 criminal offences were registered in Estonia, the lowest
indicator during the eight years in which the Penal Code has
been in force. Compared to 2003, the number of registered
criminal offences has decreased by 25.9 per cent. In 2011
the number of crimes per 100,000 residents was 3,180. The
number of crimes against property, which until 2007 showed
a downward trend, has again slightly increased. Although the
number of crimes against property has dropped by 29.9 per
cent over the observed years (2003-2011), also the number of
suicides has fallen. It is interesting to note that the economic
crisis disciplines members of the society to a certain degree®.

Crime solution

Crime solution is one of the most important duties of the
police and serves as the basis to bringing persons having
committed crimes to criminal responsibility.

Figure 3 reflects the relationship between crimes registered
and solved by the police in 1920-2010 (Leps, 1976). Figure 3
views the crimes registered and solved in the period 1920-1938
and for the period 1953—-1993 crimes registered and solved by
criminal investigation bodies. Starting from 1994 the earlier
statistics are no longer given, therefore we regard all the crimes
as registered and solved by Estonian law and order bodies. The
number of all non-solved crimes has increased.

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In 1920-1938 there was no record of all the crimes that
remained unsolved. But the work of the Estonian criminal
police in the solution of crime was rather stable. So 50.2 per
cent of the crimes investigated were solved in 1920, 71.3 per
cent in 1925, 70.6 per cent in 1930, 64.2 per cent in 1935 and
69.4 per cent in 1938. Starting from the second half of the
1930s the criminal police solved 98-99 per cent of murder and
manslaughter cases. This was one of the best indicators in the
world.

In the Soviet period the first sharp increase in crime took
place during the Moscow Olympic Games in 1980 (of which
the Olympic Regatta was carried out in Tallinn). In that period
a record number of crimes were registered — 11,125, whereas
2,212 crimes remained unsolved (compared with 150 to 600
registered crimes in the period 1965-1979).

Another sharp growth in the number of unsolved crime took
place in 1983 when 5,025 crimes remained unsolved. During
the next wave in the rise of crime in 1989 as many as 11,906
crimes remained unsolved. Further, the number of unsolved
crimes constantly increased and in 1999 already totalled
38,294.

In the last decade of the 20th century the Estonian police
could solve from 13,000 to 15,500 crimes a year. The number
of solved crimes, however, continued to increase year by year.
In 1991 the police solved 6,350 crimes or only 20 per cent, in
1999 13,245 crimes or 25.7 per cent and in 2000 15,317 crimes
or 26.5 per cent (not including crimes committed in previous
years).

In the 21st century the solution of crimes considerably
increased. So in 2001 the police and the Prosecutor’s Office
already solved 19,016 crimes or 32.5 percent, in 2004 23,853
crimes or 45 per cent, in 2005 27,964 crimes or 50.3 per cent,
in 2006 24,276 crimes or 46.8 per cent, in 2007 23,562 crimes
or 46.8 per cent, in 2008 26,660 crimes or 52.3 per cent, in
2009 23,478 crimes or 48.5 per cent and 2010 23,493 crimes
or 48.6 per cent. In 2010, the crime solving rate was 48.6 per
cent — nearly 4 per cent less than in 2008.

Detainees in prison institutions

In Estonia prisons are subordinated to the Prisons
Department of the Ministry of Justice. In 2011 the number of
detainees totalled 3,400 (as of the end of year); of these convicts
numbered 2,658, persons under preliminary investigation or
prosecution 744 while 37 persons were serving life sentences.
There were 177 women (6.7 per cent) and 58 juveniles (2.3
per cent) among the convicts. Persons incarcerated in penal
institutions are mostly offenders convicted more than once.

Among the prisoners there are 42 per cent ethnic Estonians
(69 per cent of the population), 51 per cent ethnic Russians
(26 per cent) and 7 per cent people of other ethnic groups.
There were 61 per cent Estonian citizens, 33 per cent persons
of undefined citizenship and 6 per cent of citizens of foreign
countries.

The number of detainees serving a prison term for the first
time is steadily declining, falling from 41 per cent in 1995 to
31 per cent in 2009.

In 2009, Estonian prisons had 337 detainees, 13 per cent
of the total number, serving terms of up to one year, 1,399
detainees (52 per cent) whose prison term was from one to five
years, 631 detainees (23 per cent) from five to ten years, 225
detainees (8 per cent) from ten to 15 years; 91 detainees (3 per
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cent) from 15 to 30 years and 36 persons (1 per cent) serving
life sentences. (Leps, 2009).

In the Soviet period the number of persons serving prison
terms was considerably higher, which was mainly due to much
longer terms (it was believed that the house of detention re-
educated the criminal) and the fact that the crime detection level
was higher than before Second World War and in the period
of the restoration of Estonian independence (see Figure 4). If
in 1921-1935 the average number of detainees totalled 3,270
and 4,800 in 1966—1991, then in 1992-2011 it was 2,932.[54].
However, the average coefficients per 100,000 residents were
as follows: 276 in 1921-1935, 323 in 19661991 and 211 in
1992-2011 (Leps, 2009).

In Estonia, 253 persons were incarcerated in penal
institutions per 100,000 inhabitants on 4 January 2011. The
number of persons incarcerated in penal institutions per
100,000 inhabitants is an important indicator in the comparison
of countries. In the old European Union countries, the prison
population level per 100,000 inhabitants is generally below
100 persons. In Eastern European countries, there are about
200 imprisoned persons per 100,000 inhabitants.

In 1998, Estonia started to practice probation supervision.
In 4 January 2011, the number of persons under probation
supervision was 7,371, of which 9 per cent were women and 4
per cent were juveniles.

Conclusions

“It must always be born in mind,” wrote L. 1. Spiridonov,
“that the scientist-lawyer, being a member of the society, a
contemporary of his age, participant in the political struggle,
takes a certain one or another position in it. His place in
the society determines his beliefs, views and convictions.
Besides, one shouldn’t forget about numerous cases of lack of
conscientiousness and even of direct corruption by those who
lay down the law in the name of science” (Spiridonov, 1995).

The Past The average level of crime before Second World
War (1919-38), that is in the pre-war Republic of Estonia
and in the period of the restoration of Estonian independence
(1992-2011) was almost equal; however, the average number
of detainees in prison institutions per 100,000 residents was
lower in the period of the restoration of independence than in
Estonia before Second World War.

Curiously, the lowest level of crime was in the so-called
“canonised” Soviet period (1950-1980). This fact confirmed
also the insignificant number of registered premeditated
murders and attempted murders. But most importantly, there
was no pronounced property stratification in the society and no
unemployment, as a result of which mutual relations between
people were much better than they are today.

The Present The early phase of capitalism in Estonia brought
with it numerous problems, and on that background there was
an explosive growth in crime, particularly in 2001 when the
highest number of crimes in Estonian history was registered.
But more recently a certain decline in the number of registered
crimes is being observed, and this is mainly connected with the
lowering rate of crimes against property, although the number
of crimes against individuals is constantly growing while the
number of cases of premeditated murder and attempted murder
is declining.

In 2009 the level of crime per 100,000 residents in Estonia
totalled 3,753, in Latvia 2,543 and in Lithuania 2,388. In
countries with a high living standard and gross domestic
product the level of crime is higher than in Estonia — so in
Finland, Sweden, Norway, Denmark etc. In 2006 the number
of detainees in prison institutions per 100,000 residents was
as follows: USA — 689 (in 2001), Russia — 577 (in 2005),
Republic of South Africa—411 (in 2001), Ukraine 406, Estonia
338, Latvia — 333, Lithuania — 227, Sweden — 82, Denmark
— 70, Norway — 65, Finland — 66, Iceland — 40 (Vilks, 2007,
Gilinskiy, 2009).

But the main concern in Estonia is due to the growth in
crime connected with drugs and drunken driving. In 2006 the
number of those killed in traffic per 1 million residents in the
European Union was the highest in Lithuania — 223, in Latvia
- 177 and in Estonia - 152, while in the average EU figure was
only 86 (Leps, 2009).

The economic, social and political consequences of
corruption are well known and need no comments. Corruption
exists in all modern countries. According to Transparency
International, Estonia ranks the 28th according to the so-called
corruption perception index, with Latvia and Lithuania ranking
the 51st. The first in the list is Finland, Sweden being No 4,
Hungary No 39, Poland No 62, and Russia No 143.

Future Further enlargement of the European Union and
Estonia’s accession to the Schengen visa space, continuing
globalisation, contradictory understanding of democracy (i.e.
where there’s more power there is also more democracy), growth
of the split between the rich and the poor, unemployment,
which directly influences mutual relations between people,
and terrorism threatening the whole world will determine the
criminogenic tendencies in Estonia in the future.
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DEVIANCE IN RUSSIA UNDER GLOBALIZATION

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Annoramusi. The paper analyzes deviant phenomena in
Russia such as criminality, alcoholism, narcotism, human traf-
ficking, terrorism and suicide influenced by global processes.
The current relevance of the research is defined by the wide-
spread deviant phenomena in contemporary Russia, the debat-
able character of the concept of globalization itself and the lack
of studies of deviance in Russia under globalization.

The aim of the paper is to show the interdependence be-
tween deviance and the process of globalization and also the
globalization of certain deviant phenomena and to draw atten-
tion to the inadequate social management of such phenomena.
The paper reveals the regularity of deviant phenomena in the
globalizing world and examines the dynamics of deviance in
Russia. It also considers the main concepts and problems con-
nected with deviance; the role of globalization in the process
of inclusion and exclusion; globalization of certain phenomena
of deviance; and globalization of social control over deviance.

1. The main concepts and problems

Globalization as a phenomenon is widely discussed in
social sciences nowadays, and it has become a fashionable
topic, including all the positive and negative consequences that
arise (Bauman, 2004; Beck, 2001; Berger, Huntington, 2004;
Cheshkov, 1999; Baylis, Smith, 1997; Mittelman, 1997; Ste-
ger, 2003). The concept ‘globalization’ is debatable and is used
to denote different things:

- development of economic and political interdependence
of countries and regions of the world to such an extent that
the creation of a common world legal system and a world or-
ganization of economic and political management is possible
or necessary;

- intensification of world social relations connecting distant
regions in such a way that what happens far away influences
what is going on in a particular locality and vice versa (Gid-
dens, 1990);

- processes in which sovereign nation-states are interwoven
into the network of transnational actors and depend on them for
their power, orientation and identity (Beck, 2001).

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Deviance is a social phenomenon occurring in relatively
large and statistically stable forms (types) of human activity
different from the officially fixed or naturally formed norms
and expectations in the society (culture, group) (Gilinskiy,
2007: 28). Deviance as a social phenomenon reveals itself in
various types of deviant behaviour - acts of behaviour of peo-
ple (groups of people) not coinciding with the officially estab-
lished or already existing norms in a given society (culture,
subculture, group) (Gilinskiy, 2007: 23). The problems of devi-
ance and deviant behaviour are reflected in numerous works
(Giddens, 2005; Smelser, 1994; Bryant, 2001; Curra, 2000;
Downes, Rock, 1998; Rowers, 2003; McCaghy, Carpon, Jam-
icson, 2000; Palmer, Humphery, 1990).

For the topic of this paper it is important to outline the fol-
lowing problems:

First, globalization is an objective process characterized
by the activities of transnational companies; interdependence
of countries (energy sources, raw material, technologies, etc.);
world information systems; interconnectedness of financial
systems; internalization and intensification of modern trans-
port networks; increased flow of migration, followed by the
interpenetration of ethnic cultures; the use of English as the
means of international communication; formation of ‘univer-
sal human values’; and the planetary character of ecological
problems. Some Russian politicians misunderstand the situ-
ation and disregard objective globalization processes. It can
only worsen Russia’s performance in the world market and the
situation in Russia itself. It drags Russia into the camp of out-
siders. Suffice it to say that the Gross National Product (GNP)
per person in Russia was only $8,920 in 2003 with the average
world GNP per person $8,180; in Luxembourg - $54,430, in
the USA - $37,500, in Norway $37,300 and in Japan - $28,620
(World Development Report, 2005: 258-266). By 2005 Rus-
sia had moved to the 147" place regarding life expectancy
(women - 72 and men - 59). It means hat an average Russian
man doesn’t manage to live to the pension age. Russia has one
of the lowest life expectancies in the world. Russia is in the
231 place according to the coefficient of population growth
and it occupies one of the first places in the world regarding
the death rate (16.3 people per 1,000, meanwhile the average
world death rate is 9, in Europe it is 11 and in Africa it is 15)
(All Countries of the World, 2005).

Secondly, globalization has positive and negative conse-
quences, with an unequal spread of positive and negative ef-
fects on the countries and regions of the world. In parallel to
the process of globalization a process of differentiation and po-
larization is taking place. This fact is reflected in Roland Rob-
ertson’s neologism - ‘glocalization’. According to Wallerstein
the world is divided into core, semi-periphery and periphery
countries. Russia was classified by him as a semi-periphery
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country. “Though there are enough signs that it is degrading to
a periphery country” states Pantin (Pantin, 1999: 227).

Thirdly, the process of globalization (internationaliza-
tion) of different forms of deviance is taking place also, such
as prostitute trafficking, narcotics trafficking, organized crime
and terrorism. This is an expected process because deviance
(its structure, scale and dynamics) depends on economic, po-
litical, social, demographic and other factors. Globalization is
accompanied by the process of ‘inclusion/exclusion’, when
some people and social groups turn out to be excluded from
the society’s life - economic, political and cultural (Paugam,
1999). Luhmann thinks that the worst of the possible scenarios
will bring a meta code of inclusion/exclusion - that means that
some people will be included into the functioning system and
others will be simply trying to survive (Luhmann, 1998).

We consider the process of ‘inclusion/exclusion’ to be very
important for the subject of this paper, because ‘the excluded”
(countries, social groups, persons) serve as a basis of deviance
in relation to criminality, alcoholism and addiction to narcot-
ics, which is admitted by many researchers in the world (Finer,
Nellis, 1998; Young, 1999; Gilinskiy, 2004). The on-going pro-
cess of division of countries, social groups and people into the
excluded and the included is stated by many researchers. For
example Z. Bauman, who avoids using the terms ‘the includ-
ed/excluded’, prefers to speak about ‘tourists’ (the included)
and ‘tramps’ (the excluded), emphasizing that these two groups
are two worlds, two perceptions of the world and two strategies
(Bauman, 2004: 142).

It is important to understand that globalization increases
socio-economic inequality, which is the main cause of devi-
ance. If, theoretically, it is well known that socio-economic
inequality can create deviance (from K.Marx to R.Merton and
‘radical criminology’) the research of contemporary Russian
criminologists has proved it empirically. The factor analysis
shows that among a multitude of economic, social, political
and demographic factors it is socio-economic inequality, the
indicator of which is a decile coefficient (it reflects the differ-
ence of incomes of 10% of the wealthiest and 10% of the poor-
est) and the Gini index (it expresses the degree of inequality in
the distribution of incomes of the population), that correlates
most closely with such phenomena of deviance as criminality:
murder, suicide and other violent crimes (Olkov, 2004; Skifsky,
2006; Yuzikhanova, 2005).

According to Olkov’s investigation of the situation in Rus-
sia in the 1990s the greatest number of registered murders -
32,300 a year - occurred in 1994 when there was the highest
Gini index, and the lowest number of murders - 15,600 a year
- in 1990 when the Gini index was lowest. In Russia the Gini
index is one of the highest in the world. In 2000 it was 45.6 in
Russia, Ecuador - 43.7, Bolivia - 44.7, meanwhile in Belgium
- 25.0, Hungary - 24.4, Germany - 28.3 and Norway - 25.8
(World Development Report, 2005: 260-261).

But the globalization process can bring harm not only to
poor countries but also highly developed ones. Beck remarks
that globalization makes possible and evident what, perhaps,
has always been present in capitalism but has been contained
by democratic institutions of a nation-state.

Enterprises, especially those which operate on the glob-
al scale, play a key role, not only in the organization of the
economy, but also in the societal life in general, because they
have capital, create jobs and can pay big taxes. Transnational
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corporations ‘disregard’ the borders of nation-states in search
of profit. Due to their transnational nature they, de facto, can-
cel the contract of loyalty to national institutions. If the social
integrity was conditioned mainly by economic factors, the de-
crease of social integrity is greater in such a nation-state.

It is not by chance that the word ‘globalization’ brings
about a range of emotions. Some people consider it as the
forerunner of a civil society, the beginning of a new era of de-
mocratization; for others it means economic and political he-
gemony of the USA, with world cultures becoming homogene-
ous and metastases of Disneyland (Berger; Huntington, 2004).
Hence, there is the antiglobalist movement protesting against
world-wide McDonaldization, the spontaneous upsurge of ‘the
excluded’ in Paris’s outskirts and finally even Islamic funda-
mentalism.

Fourthly, in response to the globalization of deviant phe-
nomena the globalization of social control over deviance
is taking place: the foundation and activities of Interpol and
Europoll; the development and adoption of numerous inter-
national laws and regulations conceived to counteract organ-
ized criminal groups, drag trafficking, money-laundering and
terrorism; world legal agreements about the living conditions
of prisoners kept in the penitentiaries and penal colonies (e.g.
‘Standard Minimum Rules for the Treatment of Prisoners’); the
dissemination of the idea and practice of ‘community polic-
ing’, i.e. the ‘partnership’ between police and community; the
development of the practice of restorative justice and juvenile
justice; the universal tendency of abolishment of capital pun-
ishment and so on. At the same time researchers’ attention is
drawn to the increased repressive measures on the part of po-
lice and criminal justice directed, first of all, against the ‘ex-
cluded’, i.e. the so-called ‘selective approach’ of police and
criminal justice (Christie, 2000; Christie, 2004; Robinson,
2002; Walsmley, 2004).

Here are some factors of deviance’s genesis and crimino-
genic factors related to globalization and described by V.V.
Luneyev (Luneyev, 2005: 127-130):

1. The problem of employment.

There is a new concept ‘20:80” which means that in the 21s
t century only 20% of the population will have work and 80%
will be redundant. We consider it as a paraphrase of the concept
‘inclusion/exclusion’. If 80% of the population becomes unem-
ployed, without the means for living, it will be a great reserve
from which deviance can arise.

2. The problem of the markets of financial speculations.

More than 80% of financial capital is not engaged in the
production of real material goods. It is a ‘market of roulette
gamblers’. Financial crises will shake countries more and
more, especially those that are not highly developed (for ex-
ample, the Russian default of 1998, the financial problems of
Eastern Asia and so on).

3. The problem of the national government’s management.

There is a dramatic decrease in the possibilities for national
governments to manage their societies and to provide social
control over criminality. The criminologists have noticed this
trend since the second half of the previous century. “We are
facing a new test” (Turayev, 2002).

Revolutionization of the population at the beginning of
the 20t h century gave birth to revolutionary violence match-
ing terrorism. Instead of taking political, economic and social
measures the government reacted to the revolutionary violence



by increasing police brutality. It resulted in the victory of the
revolution in Russia with the possibility of spreading revolu-
tion to other countries.

“At the beginning of the current century political, social
and economic disparities in the globalizing world push new
revolutionaries-terrorists backed by poverty-stricken and
‘robbed up’ nations, to total terrorism against the rich and hated
governments in the despised countries” (Luneyev, 2003: 34).
Instead of responding by solving political, social and economic
problems, ‘anti-terrorist’ operations and violence are organized
by these governments.

Besides, there are global demographic disproportions and
mass migration. “The hopelessness felt by the population of
the countries with backward economies creates a social basis
for radicalism and terrorism”, (Luneyev, 2003: 34) and other
manifestations of deviance.

To sum up, globalization increases social economic in-
equality among people and societies and increases the scale of
‘the excluded’ - which is the social basis for deviant manifes-
tations - and the gap between ‘the included’ and ‘excluded’.
Globalization of economies, politics and cultures is accompa-
nied by the globalization of both different types of deviance
and social control.

2. Globalization of deviant phenomena

2.1. Criminality

There is a kind of correlation between criminality and oth-
er economic, social, political, demographic and cultural pro-
cesses. Hence, we have the globalization of criminality which
follows a general globalization path. We can observe some
regularity of the expression of these correlations in the world
(Luneyev, 2005).

However, since the end of the 1990s there has been a global
trend of slower growth rate of criminality and the reduction of
certain categories of crime in the world, which we can see be-
low (based on Luneyev, 2005: 35-46; Barclay, Tavares, 2003;
Shaw, van Dijk, Rhomberg, 2003: 35-63).

For example, in Europe in 2000-2001 the level of general
criminality lowered: in Austria (-7%), Bulgaria (-3%), Den-
mark (-6%), Italy (-2%), Lithuania (-4%), Romania (-4%), Fin-
land (-6%), Czech (-8%), Sweden (-2%).

The years of 1980, 1993, 2000 can serve us as the base
years. In those years the level of criminality (per 100 thousand
people) was the following:

in Denmark - 8,282; 12,084; 9,451 (correspondingly to the
years of 1980;1993; 2000);

in Germany - 4,873; 8,337; 7,621,

in Canada - 8,804; 11,447, 8,041.

That tendency of lower rate characterized the majority of
developed European countries and countries of North America.

On the whole the level of general criminality (per 100 thou-
sand people) rose from

2,500 in 1980 to 3,100 in 2000 in the world and, in par-
ticular:

- in North America it went down from 8,900 in 1991 to
6,000 in 2000;

- in the countries of the European Union this indicator rose
from 5,000 in 1980 to 6,200 in 1994 with the following up
stabilization and reduction to 6,000 in 1 1998, and again with
some rise up to 6,200 by 2000;

- in the countries of Latin America and Caribbean basin
there was a wavy fluctuation - 2,200 in 1980,2,000 in 1984,
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and a little more than 3,000 in 1989 (and in 1993-1994), with
the fall to 2,800 in 1997, and the rise again up I to 3,500 in
1998-1999, and a little decrease in 2000.

In Russia there was a decrease of the criminality level dur-
ing Gorbachev’s Perestroika (to 817 per 100 thousand of popu-
lation in 1987), with the sharp rise up to 1,888 in 1993, and
then some stabilization and the rise again up to 2,026 in 2000
and 2,692 in 2006 (Crime and Delinquency, statistical reviews,
1991, 1996, 2001, 2006). Analogous fluctuations referred to
certain types of criminal cases.

The level of murders was very high (more than 20-22 per
100 thousand people) beginning from 1994, which put Russia
on the third place in the world after Columbia and the Republic
of South Africa). It is important to state that the steady growth
of registered criminal cases reflected the growing number of
criminals without a permanent source of income, such ‘ex-
cluded’ constituted 11.8% in 1987, and in 2005 their portion
reached 60.3 %.

The globalization of deviance is especially clearly mani-
fested in the activities of organized crime (Gilinskiy, 2002:
202-25; Gilinskiy, 2003; Gilinskiy, 2007: 236-248; Gilinskiy,
Kostyukovsky, 2006: 74-96). There are various definitions of
organized crime. We can use the definition suggested at the In-
ternational conference in Suzdal (Russia) in 1991: “organized
crime is permanently functioning and managed communities
of criminals engaged in committing criminal offences as their
main business and creating a protective system of social con-
trol by means of corruption”. Organized crime is not simply
the aggregation of criminal groups and the criminal offences
committed by them. It involves qualitatively new characteris-
tics of criminality. It is built into the social system and affects
its components, mainly its economy and politics. Organized
crime is identified with entrepreneurship, business, production
and distribution of goods and/or services (organized crime as
illegal entrepreneurship). The formation and development of
organized crime is a world process that is in conformity with
certain laws. It is a particular case of better organized manage-
ment at the subsystem level (economics, politics and so on).
Organized crime was institutionalized in different countries at
different times. The main characteristics of organized crime as
a social institution are the following:

- long life;

- stable functioning;

- performance of certain social functions (satisfaction of
demand for illegal services or goods due to their deficit, job
creation, redistribution of means and etc.);

- the use of work code or certain norms, professional lan-
guage (slang), creation of roles.

The process of institutionalization of organized crime start-
ed in Russia (the Soviet Union) from the end of the 1950s or the
beginning of the 1960s and finished by the end of the 1970s or
the beginning of the 1980s. The most important mechanism of
organized crime is its readiness for integration. Russian organ-
ized criminal groups widely integrated into international organ-
ized crime by the beginning of the 1990s. The Russian criminal
‘plenipotentiaries’ for European countries were preoccupied
with the coordination of business with foreign ‘colleagues’
and organization of criminal involvement of visiting ‘fellow-
countrymen’ into the life of the ‘Russian communities’ abroad.
Economic expediency and criminal drive predetermined the
dynamic character of globalization of organized crime. Inter-
national cooperation of criminal structures has been known for
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a long time. Illegal export-import traffic of narcotics, weapons,
alcohol, prostitutes and international money-laundering - all
are well known (Ovchinsky, Eminov, Yablokov, 1996: 18-51;
Repetskaya, 2001; Fijnaut, Paoli, 2004; Gilinskiy, 2003). We
want to demonstrate the directions of internationalization of
organized crime using the interview taken by Y. Kostyukovsky,
a researcher of the Centre for Deviantology at the Institute of
Sociology of Russia’s Academy of Sciences from the members
of St. Petersburg’s criminal groups about their activities (Gilin-
skiy, Kostyukovsky, 2006).

Illegal export of non-ferrous metal from Russia to the
countries of Western Europe

“Interviewer (I): What sort of criminal business is the most
popular?

Respondent (R), the member of a criminal group: In 1994
half all the metal from Russia was exported illegally. It was a
good business! People earned so much for two or three months
that it is enough (to live on) even now. True, they had to work
25 hours per day... But the game was worth (the long hours).
The difference of prices here and in Estonia, for example, was
crazy.”

Illegal export and market of ‘living goods’,
i.e. illegal migration, export ofprostitutes

“L.: And what about prostitution?

R.: Prostitution in St. Petersburg is a well-established in-
dustry, it was not invented only yesterday. It can be an invita-
tion to work abroad in the strip-tease show or in the service
sphere in general. But when they are exported, for example, to
Turkey they are forcibly made to become prostitutes. Some are
lucky if they manage to run away. But the end is usually bad...”

Stealing and selling stolen cars (international car business)

“L.: Do you have contacts with foreigners?

R.: Of course. We have a car business. A kind of exchange.

1.: What’s that?

R.: Naturally. Here, in Peeterr! the car is stolen and brought
to Germany and (in return) from Holland to Russia. Well, there
are quite fine networks — in Germany, Poland, France, Hun-
gary, Holland and Russia. So, with organized crime everything
is OK - there are international contacts.”

Illegal export of radioactive material

The news of the illegal export of radioactive material from
Russia leaked into the mass media causing discussion in Russia
and abroad (Ovchinsky, Eminov, Yablokov, 1996: 44-45).

Smuggling the antiques or objects of art

The number of such objects confiscated during the attempts
to get them out of the country rose from 3,500 in 1992 to
10,000 in 1999. But customs officers believe that only 5-10%
of the antiques and objects of art are found at the customs and
confiscated (Gurov, 2000: 41).

Illegal export of weapons
One of the most profitable criminal businesses (the second
most profitable after the drag trade) is the sales of weapons

1. i.e. St Petersburg; ‘Peter’ sounds ‘Peeterr’ in Russian. It is the name
of Russian tsar Peter the Great, the founder St. Petersburg (Ed.).
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abroad. But the data about the trade of weapons are scarce
because it is connected with the criminal activities of high-
ranking military officials - federal and regional. “One can buy
anything if one has enough money” (Gurov, 2000: 34-36; Dol-
gova, 1999: 86-91).

The international networks of illegal production

The international networks of illegal production and trade
flourish, especially if it involves the trade and production of al-
cohol. Illegal alcohol arrives in Russia from Poland, the Neth-
erlands and other countries.

Forged foreign currency
Up to 95% of forged foreign currency comes to Russia
from abroad (Gurov, 2000: 28).

Narcobusiness

International business in narcotics brings the greatest profit
world-wide. Experts from the United Nations (UN) estimate
international turnover of drugs at billon dollars; that constitutes
about 8% of all world trade. Heroin arrives in Russia from Af-
ghanistan, Pakistan and North Korea; derivatives of cannabis
from Middle Asia and Ukraine; cocaine from Latin America;
‘wheels’ (drugs) from Western Europe; ephedrine and its de-
rivatives (‘ice’) from China. In turn Russia re-exports heroin
and cannabis to Western Europe (Gurvich, Rusakova, 2006:
162-203; Rogatykh, Strelchenko, Toporov, 2003; Romanova,
2000:43-79).

Globalization of criminalized ‘ legal economy’

It should be added to the above-mentioned that the phe-
nomenon of the globalization of the criminalized ‘legal” econ-
omy takes place now (e.g. Trans World Group - TWG, control-
ling the aluminum and the alumina extracting industry of Sibe-
ria) (Repetskaya, 2001). The profits of transnational organized
crime are invested into the legal economy via controlled banks
for the purpose of money-laundering. According to the experts
from the American National Strategy Information Center, the
overall profit of international organized crime reaches a tril-
lion dollars, which approaches the annual budget of the USA
(Repetskaya, 2001).

Globalization of criminality connected with migration

Globalization of criminality takes place not only in the
form of organized crime. Increased migration flows bring both
positive results (internationalization of science, art, culture)
and negative ones. Migrants, apart from their different ethnic
traditions, have more every day problems while adapting to the
new reality of the host country than the natives: the language
barrier, professional difficulties connected with their qualifica-
tions meeting the standards of a new country, housing prob-
lems, different cultural background and other features of the
‘social disorder’ - all of which serves as the source of their
future deviant behaviour. Many recipient countries have begun
to come across the problem of newcomers’ crimes. For exam-
ple, in 2004 in Germany the non-native citizens (non-Germans)
made up 22.9% of suspects (maximum - 33.6% in 1993), which
is the evidence of the relatively high criminal activity of mi-
grants. The proportion of migrants committing crimes is the
following: migrants from Turkey (21.5%), from Serbia and



Montenegro 8.2% (in 1999 - 16.0%), from Poland (6.7%), Italy
(5.0%) and Russia (3.2%) (Polizeiliche Kriminalstatistik Bun-
desrepublik Deutschland, 2005: 109, 116).

2.2. Alcoholization

Traditionally it was considered that the cause of alcohol-
ism should be found within the borders of the country. The
accelerated rate of economic and cultural: globalization makes
such a concept obsolete.

In spite of the general trend of the increase of alcohol ad-
diction, its world; dynamics resembles a wavy line. Since the
middle of the 19th century one can find three upsurges in the
growth of alcohol consumption, with the development cycle
lasting for 50-70 years. The first rise happened in the middle of
the 19" century the second rise started at the end of the 19 cen-
tury and lasted till the 1920s-1930s. The latest rise took place
after the war and finished at the end of the 1970s. From the be-
ginning of the 1980s the consumption, especially of wine, and
to a lesser degree - beer, has reduced a little (Gurvich, Gorya-
chova, 2006: 113-161).

Countries can be classified into three categories according
to their pattern of alcohol consumption. For the countries of
Southern Europe daily consumption of wine is typical for all
members of society. The display of alcoholic intoxication is not
approved. Eastern European countries, countries of Northern
Europe and also the USA are called ‘spirits drinking’ countries,
because the populations of these countries prefer strong alco-
holic drinks (vodka, whisky, etc). Alcohol consumption is not
regular, but intensive, and periods of abstinence alternate with
periods abundant drinking up to the degree of heavy intoxica-
tion. For central European countries and Canada the consump-
tion of beer is more typical.

The most significant changes in alcohol consumption
over the last fifty years have been observed in the countries of
Northern and Southern Europe. The ‘peak’ in wine drinking
in southern countries was reached in the 1970s (17 liters of
absolute alcohol per person?) and in the 1990s it was reduced to
12. In France the fall in consumption started a bit earlier - from
the middle of the 1950s. The level of consumption in northern
countries rose in the 1960s-1970s, mostly due to a bigger con-
sumption of beer.

In Russia the rise of alcohol consumption to 14 liters took
place in the middle of the 1990s and Russia went ahead of other
countries in alcohol consumption per person surpassing even
the former leader - France (Nemtsov, 2001; Nemtsov, 2003).

The consumption of alcohol in 15 European countries in
the years 1950-2000 was characterized by the process of ho-
mogenization, i.e. exhibiting similar consumption (Leifman,
2001; Leifman, Osterberg, Romstedt, 2002; Norstrom, 2001).
Homogenization develops due to:

(1) the increase of globalization and integration in econo-
mies, (2) the harmonization of political reforms, (3) cultural
diffusion as a result of the development of modern communica-
tion and transport technologies.

High homogeneity of alcohol consumption characterizes
the countries of Eastern Europe including the former European
republics of the Soviet Union: Russia, Ukraine, Belarus and the
Baltic republics. They have a high level of alcohol consump-
tion and negative consequences. In the Soviet period there
were state monopolies controlling alcohol production. In the

2. Absolute alcohol generally refers to purified ethanol, containing no
more than one percent of water.
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1990s these states went, to some extent, through the sponta-
neous development of spirits markets. Nowadays the situation
improves: the programme of controlling the production of alco-
holic drinks has been started in the Baltic republics in connec-
tion with their joining the European Union.

The international alcohol industry entered the vodka mar-
ket in the newly independent states (former republics of the
Soviet Union) at the beginning of the 1990s. It was mainly
the producers of alcohol from the countries of the European
Union. They actually ousted home-brewing in Russia, for ex-
ample, supplying Russia with 500 million liters of spirits per
year. Eastern Europe turned out to be divided by international
alcohol holdings (Moscalewicz, Simpura, 2000: 502-22). At
present, in search of new markets, transnational alcohol pro-
ducing companies, specializing mainly in beer, have instituted
a more expansive policy towards the developing countries, tak-
ing advantage of the weakness of the political system and the
liberalization of the economy.

Globalization of the ideology of a free market leads to the
cessation of many interstate agreements that contained and
structured alcohol consumption. There is a tendency to com-
pare alcohol with the consumption of ordinary goods, the de-
mand for which is limited only by the paying capacity of the
population. The attempt to block or limit the consumption of
alcohol is considered by the majority of the population as an
infringement on the right for freedom of choice.

2.3. Narcotism

The term ‘narcotism’ means a social phenomenon that re-
fers to the relatively spread and statistically stable consumption
of narcotic or other toxic and psychotropic remedies, inflict-
ing negative medical (drug addiction) and social consequences
(Gilinskiy, 2007: 286). Illegal turnover of narcotics was docu-
mented long ago as a world network with well-established
channels of distribution of the main narcotics. Thus, the prin-
cipal suppliers of cocaine in the world market are the countries
of the ‘Andean group’ (Peru, Bolivia and Columbia). Opium
poppies are grown by the countries of the ‘Golden Triangle’
(Southeast Asia)® and the ‘Golden Crescent’ (Southwest Asia)*
. Approximately 90% of the world production of opium comes
from Burma, Afghanistan, Iran and Lebanon. The production of
hemp is almost equally spread among the countries of Africa,
Europe, America and Asia. Traffic is mainly inside the region.
The sources of cannabis are, first of all, Albania, Columbia,
the Republic of South Africa, the Russian Federation, Jamaica
and the Netherlands. Since 1998 Thailand, Ghana and Para-
guay have joined them. In the overall volume of transported
narcotics, Mexico, Canada and the USA play an important role.
The main production of cannabis resin comes from Morocco,
Afghanistan and Pakistan. Other important sources of supply
of cannabis resin are Central Asia and the Russian Federation.

A number of circumstances allow us to speak of narcotism
as a global phenomenon (Gurvich, Rusakova, 2006: 162-203).

Firstly, due to the macro economic character of the busi-
ness many countries are involved in the drag trade either as
producers and suppliers or as consumers.

Secondly, there are criminological factors such as: the lead-
ing role of organized crime in world drug trafficking which has
the characteristics of transnational activities.

Thirdly, there are cultural factors. Recently drag abuse has

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become a mass culture, the norms and values disseminated by
the mass media in many countries - the consumers of drugs.
The subculture of groups, for which the use of drags is a routine
practice, has penetrated into the wider strata of ‘normal’ social
communities. The demand for drags in the developed coun-
tries, which are the buyers, reflect some tendencies to develop
a modern mass culture where drugs occupy a prominent place.
In the post-war history of Western countries there were several
peaks of aggravation of drug abuse; the 1960s witnessed the
cult of ‘speed’, the 1970s had ‘hippies’ with their drag experi-
ments and the 1980s were characterized by heroin experiments
of ‘new ages’. During all these period drags were the character-
istic of some youth subculture movements.

Fourthly, there are certain legal factors reflected in the two
main concepts of social control over narcotism - ‘the war on
drags’ and ‘harm reduction’. It results in differing anti-drag
strategies and tactics in different countries. On the international
level negotiations are constantly held about the adoption of a
universal approach and a universal legal system in the sphere
of drug control.

Fifthly, there are certain political factors engaged in the
struggle for influence: international organizations and unions
are created to exercise control over narcotics. These organiza-
tions produce an essential influence upon the national govern-
ments. However, using corrupted high officials at the level of
executive and legislative powers organized crime successfully
lobbies for certain political decisions and directly penetrates
into the power bodies by promoting their own members to
higher official positions.

2.4. Terrorism

Terrorism is one of the most serious problems, potentially
or factually, concerning every inhabitant of our planet (Lukin,
20006).

The definition of terrorism contains two important features:

- the use of violence or the threat to use violence;

- political (religious and ideological) motivation to use vio-
lence.

But there is also one essential feature of terrorism; it is
rather a social phenomenon than an individual act of political
assassination. It is the use of violence towards an undefined
circle of direct objects of terrorist attack for the sake of achiev-
ing the future aim, i.e. to satisfy political (economic, social and
religious) demands.

Laqueur draws attention to the subjectivism in the defi-
nition of terrorism. For some it is terrorism, for others it is a
struggle for freedom (Laqueur, 1987: 302). This uncertainty in
the assessment of the terrorist action is analyzed by Ganor, a
researcher of the International Policing Institute for Counter-
Terrorism (Ganor, 2002). How to distinguish terrorism from
partisan war or revolutionary violence, or the struggle for na-
tional freedom? A lot depends on the political position of the
person who assesses a violent action. Ganor analyzes the dif-
ferences between these types of violence. He starts by catego-
rizing wars into two groups: declared war between states and
undeclared war between organizations and states. The latter in-
cludes terrorism and guerilla war. The activities of anarchists,
the fighters for freedom, revolutionaries and ad hoc actions are
included into this category.

The most important difference between terrorism and gue-
rilla war is that guerrilla war is waged against a regular army,
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whilst terrorism is directed against noncombatants and based
on political motives and violence.

Terror and terrorism are defined as different political con-
cepts:

- terror is exercised by the ruling power structures (‘vio-
lence over the weaker’, which pertains , in particular, to totali-
tarian regimes);

- terrorism is the violence of ‘the weaker over the more
powerful’, it is ‘the weapon of the weak” who are the victims
of the ‘state terror’ (Chalikova, 1989: 310; Ferro, 1989:314).

Terrorist organizations and individual terrorists represent,
consciously or unconsciously, the interests of the ‘excluded’
mass in the contemporary world. Polarization into the rich and
powerful minority of ‘the included’ and into the very poor ma-
jority or the ‘excluded’ (with the simultaneous process of the
relative erosion of the ‘middle class’, a guarantor of stability in
the social system) leads to for each particular case the danger-
ous, for all humankind, division into ‘included’ and ‘excluded’
countries and the ‘included’ and the ‘excluded’ groups in each
country under globalization. This process and its consequences
are not understood properly by the governing elites. An exam-
ple of it is the aggression of the USA against Iraq (no matter
how ‘bad’ Saddam Hussein might be) or the actions on the part
of Russia against Chechnya (no matter how ‘bad’ the Chechen
paramilitary might be) because terror causes terrorism.

Modern terrorism often has an international application,
but it is not permissible to ignore the rights and interests of
the citizens of one’s own state under the slogan of the fight
against ‘international terrorism’. Human rights are primary and
inalienable (articles 1, 2, 3, The Universal Declaration of Hu-
man rights, 1948). The violation of human rights gives rise to
a reaction of violence, in particular, terrorism. The demand to
limit the rights of man for the sake of ‘the fight against terror-
ism’ is absurd:

- firstly, because an ideological basis for the justification
of terrorism will be created (as a response to the terror of the
power structures);

- secondly, the risk of human rights being violated increas-
es.

The more protected human rights are, the lower is the pos-
sibility of criminal risks. The anti-terrorist war is not efficient
(though it is a forced necessity). The world community on the
whole and each nation-state in particular must undertake first
of all political measures (economic, social) to avert the con-
ditions under which terrorism thrives and to solve peacefully
social, ethnic and confessional conflicts in the country.

Of course, the declaration of the principle of a non-violent
and preventive approach in the case of an increasing conflict
is easier to pronounce than to realize. But there is no ‘simple
settlement’ of complex social problems. To put it more exactly,
the so-called ‘simple decisions’ (‘to liquidate’, ‘to suppress’,
‘to eliminate’), either are not possible to realize, or they sim-
ply aggravate the situation. One can take measures (and it is
necessary) against an individual terrorist, but it is not possible
to get rid of the cause and the source of terrorism by punitive
measures while solving social conflicts.

A full coverage of all terrorist acts is hardly possible to
make, however, the approximate data for 1968-2003 have been
published (Schmid, 2005). According to these, the ‘peak’ of
international terrorism occurred at the end of the 1980s with
some increase in 1991 and 1993. From 1997 to 2003 the largest



portion of terrorist acts happened in Western Europe (2,035),
then in the countries of the Persian Gulf (1,542), South Asia
(1,183), Latin America (1,180), Eastern Europe (598), South-
east Asia and Oceania (276), Africa (146), Eastern and Central
Asia (56) and North America (37).

2.5. Human Trafficking

Human Trafficking is an international problem. The con-
cept ‘human trafficking’, in conformity with the ‘United Na-
tions Convention against Transnational Organized Crime: Pro-
tocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons,
Especially Women and Children” (15 Nov. 2000) (Annex II)3,
includes three elements: (1) ‘recruitment, transportation, trans-
fer, harbouring or receipt of persons’, (2) ‘the use of force or
other forms of coercion, of abduction, of fraud, of deception,
of abuse of power or of a position of vulnerability’, (3) the pur-
pose of exploitation (‘the exploitation of prostitution of others
or other forms of sexual exploitation, forced labour or services,
slavery or practices similar to slavery, servitude or the removal
of organs’).

Thus, Protocol discerns the following types of trade in hu-
man beings: trade in women, trade in children (for prostitution,
pornography and illegal adoption), trade in human beings for
slavery and trade in human organs. A particular type is smug-
gling of migrants.

The trade in human beings is closely connected with organ-
ized crime, being one of its activities. This trade has a transna-
tional basis. The data about this type of crminal business are
not easily available. The official statistics are very meager and
do not correspond to the real spread of the disaster. Only in a
few countries official statistics reflect the real situation in the
trade in human beings: Germany (Lagebild Menschenhandel,
1999, 2000, 2001), the Netherlands (Trafficking in Human
Beings, 2002), Sweden (Trafficking in Women, 1998-2002).
Some comparative analysis of data was published in the article
by C.Kangaspunta (Kangaspunta, 2004).

In the reports, Russia, Ukraine and Nigeria (in decreasing
order, Russia goes first) occupy the first places for the coun-
tries of origin, transit or destination (Kangaspunta, 2004: 90).
According to the ‘export’ in human beings, Asia has the great-
est number, the countries of the Commonwealth of Independ-
ent States follow Asia, then comes Africa and in the last place
(sixth) are the developed countries. As far as the countries of
destination are concerned, the first place belongs to the devel-
oped countries. The largest number of victims of human traf-
ficking (‘the sold’) is recorded to arrive from Ukraine, then
comes Russia, Nigeria, Albania, Rumania and Moldova (in
decreasing order) (Kangaspunta, 2004: 94).

Among the victims of sexual exploitation the majority are
women, in the second place children and then a small number
of men. The victims of forced labour, first of all, are children,
in the second place women and in the third place are men.
Much less information has been collected about the criminals
engaged in the trade because this kind of business is more con-
cealed than others. However Russia is supposed to take the first
place here and the second and third are Nigeria and Ukraine
respectively. Thus, according to the data in certain spheres,
Russia together with Ukraine and Nigeria compose a ‘troika’
of countries where the maximum risk of enslavement exists.

The described situation is not surprising because the two
main trade items are ‘the excluded’, who are poor, due to a

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low income, or are unemployed and homeless, and orphans;
in other words, the least protected strata of society. F.Borodkin
claims that more than 50% of Russia’s population is exclud-
ed from active economic, social and political life (Borodkin,
2000). But besides the ‘have-nots’, who are below the level of
poverty, there are a lot of poor people who are factually ‘the
excluded’ and vulnerable to the trade too. The practice of dif-
ferent types of human trafficking “questions the possibility of
democracy in the countries where half the population can be
considered as a potential commodity for sales, where people
can be bought, sold and enslaved” (Repetskaya, 2001: 81). Let
us consider briefly some of the types of human trafficking.

Trade in women

‘White female slaves’ - is the prevailing ‘commodity’ in the
market of human beings. The volume of world trade in women,
with the aim of sexual exploitation, is assessed from 7 to 12 bil-
lion dollars per year. Annually 2 million women and children
are forced to be engaged in sex industry (Repetskaya, 2001:
77).

There were four ‘waves’ of the import of ‘white female
slaves’: the first wave came from Thailand and the Philippines,
the second from the Dominican Republic and Columbia and
the third one from Ghana and Nigeria. The fourth wave brought
women from the former Soviet Union, mainly from Russia,
Ukraine, Belarus, and also Latvia.

There is a demand for Slavonic women in the world sex
industry. They are considered to be a ‘symbol of prestige’, for
example, for the business men of Japan, China and Thailand
(Stoecker, 2000). Many women from Russia and countries of
the CIS work as prostitutes in the countries of Western Europe
and the USA. More than 10,000 women were transported by
transnational criminal organizations from Russia and Ukraine
to Israel for prostitution (Repetskaya, 2001: 79).

Because the conditions of labour in the sphere of sexual
service are slavish, some women, trying to save their lives,
come to an agreement with their owners and go back to their
native country to recruit new victims. It has the name ‘the sec-
ond wave’. The labour contractor receives from 200 to 5,000
dollars for each recruited woman. The transportation of re-
cruited women from ‘exporting countries’ to the ‘importing
country’ is organized illegally or, sometimes legally (under the
pretext of tourism, legal employment or visiting relatives).

Russia’s prostitutes are exported to the countries of West-
ern Europe, the USA, Canada, the countries of Latin America
and also China. Their life is described in a range of publica-
tions, from academic journals to illustrated magazines.

Trade in children

This is one of the most awful categories of human traffick-
ing. Children are mainly used for sex purposes and pornogra-
phy, but they can also be illegally adopted. The social basis
for the trade in children in Russia is more than two million
homeless children and orphans, then the children of alcohol
abusers and also some children who want to obtain money for
a ‘sweet life’.

The researchers of the Centre for Deviantology at the Insti-
tute of Sociology of Russia’s Academy of Sciences studied the
sexual exploitation of children in the North-Western region of
Russia (St. Petersburg, Vyborg, Petrozavodsk and others) Gur-
vich et all., 2002). The majority of clients of child prostitution
are ‘new Russians’, the city’s ‘criminal authorities’ and foreign
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visitors, mostly from inland and also from Sweden, Germany
and Great Britain. The prices for services ire low: parents who
are alcohol abusers, can ‘sell’ children for a bottle of vodka.
Child pornography is a covert and rather profitable business.
Street children willingly respond to the offer of a recruiting
agent to ‘earn good money’. For the production of homosexual
pornographic material the cadets of military colleges are re-
cruited.

Forced labour or slavery

Amazingly, but forced labour and slavery turn out to be a
wide-spread phenomenon in the 20" - 21 centuries. Victims
of this trade in human beings are men, women and children.
In modern Russia, slave labour has been used in the Cauca-
sus region, but information about slaves in the central regions
of the European part of the country has also leaked into the
mass media. One such ‘slave owner’ in the Leningrad region
is described in one of A. Konstantinov’s stories (Konstantinov,
Dikselius, 1997: 251-258).

At present, illegal migrants from the countries of the CIS,
especially from Tajikistan, Uzbekistan, Kazakstan, Moldova,
and also from China, Vietnam, Afghanistan, North Korea and
partly from African and Latin American countries are used for
slave labour in Russia (Tyurykanova, 2005).

The practice of selling into slavery in the present Russian
army has been discovered. The cases when officers sold sol-
diers to various businessmen have become known. For exam-
ple, in September 2006, in the town of Chita (Eastern Siberia)
an officer sold a soldier of his military regiment to a local entre-
preneur for 35,000 roubles (about $1,300). In the end, the sol-
dier was admitted into a military hospital without a leg and eye
due to an accident. The working conditions and life of slaves of
the 21st century are awful. Some commit suicide.

Trade in inner human organs

Trade in inner human organs is one of the least recorded
but fastest developing branches of criminal activity. There is
an international ‘black’ market of ‘items’ for transplantation:
heart, kidneys and other human organs. National and inter-
national prevention mechanisms for reduction of this kind of
trade are extremely difficult to develop and implement.

Firstly, the trade in human organs is the most covert busi-
ness of organized crime. Although there has been a consider-
able increase in the trade in human beings in Russia, no case
was registered of a person forced to the removal of organs or
tissues in 2001-2005.

In 2001-2005, from 0 to 60 cases were registered in the
trade in human beings (article 127-1, Penal Code of the Rus-
sian Federation); from 0 to 20 cases of the use of slave labour
(article 127-2, Penal Code of the Russian Federation); 16, 10,
21, 0 crimes® in the trade in children under age (article 152
Penal Code of the Russian Federation) and 3, 0, 1, 7 cases
of illegal adoption (article 154 Penal Code) (Dolgova, 2006:
109,112).

Secondly, all forms of trade in human beings are the out-
come of economic, political and social processes under globali-
zation. The socio-economic inequality of different countries
and disparities between social groups is the main factor in hu-
man trafficking and also other forms of deviance.

Thirdly, the trade in human beings under globalization is a
relatively new issue. The usual old methods of revealing, regis-

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tering, preventing and fighting social ‘evils’ do not work in this
case. That is why national and interstate cross cultural research
in human trafficking and developing measures and means to
counteract it are especially important.

Corruption

Corruption is considered to be an ‘internal affair’ of every
state. In Russia it has become ‘problem No 1°. Corruption ex-
ists in all branches and levels of power in Russia. Hardly any
social problem can be solved without a bribe: everything is de-
cided by ‘who’ and ‘to whom” and ‘how much’ to pay (Gilins-
kiy, 2005; Gilinskiy, 2006a, 2006b).

The processes of globalization have affected corruption
in two ways: firstly, the globalization of business and finances
has led to the internationalization of corrupt relations between
business and state officials of different states; secondly, corrup-
tion money has become an important resource and reason for
money-laundering.

Suicide

Globalization affects even a seemingly purely individual
type of deviance, such as committing suicide. The influence of
globalization upon suicidal behaviour can be revealed, at least,
in the following:

- institutionalization of the ‘excluded’ and the hopelessness
that they feel lead to the rising level of suicides among them.
Suffice to say, that the indicator of suicides in Russia, begin-
ning from ‘post-perestroika’ has been rising every 5 years: for
the period from 1985 to 1989 - 37 thousand people, from 1990
to 1994 - 48.5 thousand people, and during 1995-1999 it was
56.3 thousand people (Bogoyavlensky, 2002);

- international terrorism is spreading quickly and ‘globally’
and uses the method of ‘suicide bombers’ (Israel, the USA,
Russia and even well-being quiet Finland).

Our investigation and accumulated facts allow us to
claim that there is interaction between the process of globaliza-
tion and deviantolization in the world nowadays. However, a
more thorough analysis of this process is needed. For example,
globalization of positive deviance (creative activities) has not
been paid enough attention to. Though researchers admit that
the ‘brain drain’ (as positive deviance in the highly developed
countries from the countries with fewer possibilities of provid-
ing good work conditions (for creative activities) and living
standard for scientists, engineers, etc. is influenced by global
processes.

Conclusion

There are regular manifestations of deviant phenomena in
the globalizing world. The process of globalization influences
the dynamics of deviance. Globalization deepens the socio-
economic inequality of both societies and people within these
societies; it increases the scale of the ‘excluded’, who are the
social base of deviant behavior, and the gap between ‘the in-
cluded’ and ‘the excluded’.

Globalization of economics, politics, and culture is fol-
lowed by the globalization of various types of deviance and
social control. The process of globalization has the greatest
effect upon such types of deviance as organized crime, drug
addiction, terrorism and human trafficking. The strategy of in-
ternationalization of social control has become the response to
the globalization of deviant phenomena.
